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Dear Mme President of the European Parliament,

In this document (copied in Greek and English) the Greek Government responds to (42} points of the 7.2.2024 Resolution of
the European Parlioment on the state of Rule of Law in Greece and documents all the key issues mentioned therein.

It uses a total of twenty-six (26) references to official reports of recognized entities and public documents, which use a
rigorous scientific methodology to assess the state of the rule of law in Greece in comparison with other EU countries,
without resorting to unsubstantiated political assessments, as is unfortunately the case in the EP resolution.

More specifically, in the field of the functioning of the judiciary and on the fight against corruption significant achievements
of Greece are mentioned, many of which have been officially documented in the European Commission's Rule of Law Report
2023, the GRECO Anti-Corruption 2024 Report and the World Bank's 2022 Anti-Corruption Report.

Greece’s improved position by 5 places in the annual Economist Intelligence Unit (EIU) report on the quality of democracy
around the world is also noted. Our country surpassed the critical threshold of 8/10 points and improved its ranking by 5
places compared to the previous year, scoring 20th. This is the biggest improvement worldwide.

Pluralism and freedom of the Press in Greece function with absolute respect for the European acquis. Good legislation
constitutes a steady accomplishment of the Greek State. Since 2021 not a single bill has been submitted to Parliament in
implementation of either the urgent or super-urgent procedure. The number of parliamentary amendments has reached o
historic low and no last-minute amendments are approved anymore. in addition, contrary to previous practice, not a single
bill is submitted to Parliament without previous public consultation.

Progress in the area of civil and human rights is particularly noticeable. Legislative and non-legislative measures
guaranteeing absentee and postal voting, the rights of the LGBTQ+ community, persons with disabilities, the academic
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rights of non-state Universities, the protection of women from domestic violence and harassment in the workplace,
empowering young people to access affordable housing are just a few examples of the progress achieved in the last 5 years
in the field of expanding democracy, reducing inequalities and protecting specific groups of the population, leading to a rise
in the country's ranking in the respective official EU indicators.

Greece, in cooperation with the European Commission, is efficiently and swiftly managing the largest package of reforms
and investments in Europe under the European Recovery and Resilience Facility, which includes significant resources to
further improve the status of the Rule of Law and administration of justice. Total budget for projects related to the Rule of
Law amounts to 492.924.829,61€. It consists of 9 major reforms composed of 21 reform milestones, of which 11 are
completed.

Upgrading the functioning of Greek institutions is a priority first and foremost for the Greek government itself, as it is only
through an environment of smooth institutional functioning that sustainable and dynamic economic growth can be
achieved, attracting more and better investments. The performance of the Greek economy and the confidence of the
international financial community in Greece, with the recovery of the investment grade and the inflow of many significant
international investments, confirm the progress achieved.

For all the reasons above and as detailed point by point in this document, reality contradicts the content of the European
Parliament's Resolution of 7.2,2024.

Therefore, we urge the European Parliament to receive more thorough information from other competent EU institutions.

The National Anti-Corruption Action Plan is part of a reform of the Recovery and
Resilience Plan aimed at preventing and fighting corruption and carrying out
related awareness-raising activities {RRP 16852). Its implementation is expected
to be completed by 31 December 2025. The Action Plan has already been
approved for the period 2022-2025 by the Cabinet of Ministers {Milestone 210).
Also, by virtue of Law 4795/2021, a comprehensive internal control system in the
Public Sector has been established (Milestone 211). It is also important to note
that within the framework of the action to take capacity building measures to
combat corruption (RRP 16702), the creation of an enhanced framework for

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Whereas the recently published 2022 Hellenic
Authority for Communication Security and Privacy
(ADAE) annual report revealed that thousands of
cases of prosecution orders to gain access to
communications on national security grounds had not
been reported to ADAE in time by the Greek National
Intelligence Service (EYP) and the Special Violent
Crime (Counter Terrorism) Division of the Police

Whereas Panayote Dimitras, a human rights activist
and founder and head of the Greek Helsinki Monitor
(GHM), is being prosecuted for illegal trafficking even
though it appears that he was acting lawfully to
provide humanitarian assistance to asylum seekers;
whereas in December 2022, he was handed down a
fine and was prohibited from being involved with the
GHM; whereas the Council of Europe Commissioner
for Human Rights and the UN High Commissioner for
Human Rights voiced concerns about the case;
whereas the Anti-Money Laundering Authority
ordered the freezing of all of Dimitras’s assets in May
2023; whereas, on 31 May 2023, Dimitras stated that
he had only received EU funding designated for
combatting hate speech and that the funds were only
used for that purpose; whereas the recent acquittal
of 16 aid workers and volunteers demonstrates that
criminal  charges  against  those  providing

combating money laundering (AML) and financing of terrorism (CFT) is to be
promoted within the second quarter of 2024 (Milestone 212).

In order to ensure maximum transparency and the possibility of benchmarking
the data, significant changes have been made to the way in which the data are
presented and analysed in the 2022 Annual Report (submitted in 2023 and
relating to 2022).

In particular, in the 2022 Report, for cases of lifting of secrecy for national
security reasons, the number of prosecution orders is reported according to the
year of issue in the specific reporting year (i.e. 1/01/2022-31/12/2022) and not
the number of prosecution orders received within that year (2022) by the
Authority {as opposed to the data presented up to the 2021 Performance Report,
which is presented based on the year of receipt, irrespective of the year of issue}
so that it can be made possible to compare the results objectively.

(EPPO) launched an investigation on 28 November
2022 into the abuse of EUR 700 million in subsidies

Is deeply concerned by the failure of law enforcement
and the judicial authorities in Greece to make
progress in the investigation into the murder of the
Greek journalist George Karaivaz on 9 April 2021;

Expresses deep concern about the numerous cases of
excessive use of force by police services against
minority groups and peaceful protesters in general;

the fact that three young Roma have been killed in
recent years in Greece through alleged police

The case is currently under investigation with prosecution initiated by the
European Public Prosecutor for the offense of fraud and breach of trust against
the EU. In addition, the Parliament's Committee of Inquiry has been activated.
More specifically, the parliamentary procedure has been followed. The
Committee's findings have been forwarded to the plenary session of Parliament,
which has met on the matter,

When it comes to the case of murder of the journalist George Karaivaz, it is at
the stage of main interrogation, as two suspects were arrested on 3.5.2023,
against whom criminal charges for homicide were brought and they have been
remanded in custody.

Any complaint or report of extra-institutional and generally unlawful activity or
arbitrary or unethical behaviour is investigated and disciplined with due diligence
and, depending on the findings, the institutional framework (criminal and
disciplinary) is strictly applied.

The Greek government has established and implements a solid framework for
the disciplinary control of police officers, with the involvement of the
Ombudsman, as an additional institutional guarantee, especially for issues of
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violence, and by the lack of a thorough investigation
thereof; notes with concern that in some cases the
police cleaned up the crime scene before a forensic
examination took place; recalls that the competent
court acquitted four police officers of involvement in
the death of LGBTIQ+ activilZTst Zak Kostopoulos in
2022, despite footage showing police using
unnecessary force

police arbitrariness.

Specifically, the disciplinary liability of police officers is regulated by p.d.
120/2008, which provides for the investigation of the disciplinary offences
described therein by conducting:

a) Preliminary Administrative Investigations (P.D.E.), which are conducted in
order to clarify the facts of a case and subsequently either to file the case or to
impose a lower disciplinary sanction or to upgrade the administrative
investigation to an Administrative inguiry under oath.

(b} Administrative Inquiries under oath, after which the persons concerned may
be referred to Disciplinary Boards for the imposition of a higher disciplinary
penalty.

The main internal control service is the Internal Affairs Service of the Security
Corps, which serves directly under the Minister of Citizen Protection.

Concerning the evolvement of disciplinary cases, for the period 2019-2023, 1580
Administrative Inquiries under oath have been conducted in total. The
disciplinary penalty of suspension has been imposed in 211 cases, while the
disciplinary penalty of dismissal has been imposed in 52 cases.

With regard to the case of death of three (3) Roma individuals, during a pursuit
and confrontation with police personnel, it should be noted that the Officers
involved were investigated by the competent services of the Police (Department
of Crimes against Life and Personal Freedom), with full application of the
legislation in force.

With regard to the case of death of Zak Kostopoulos the preliminary examination
was carried out by the Internal Affairs Service of the Hellenic Police. Four (4) of
the police officers involved were brought before the court to be tried as culpable
for the offence of fatal bodily harm by complicity, while for the other five (5)
police officers, no criminal responsibility was established at that stage. By
decision of the competent court, the indicted police officers were irrevocably
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declared not guilty.

The Supreme Court Prosecutor, in October 2023, ordered: a. the transmission of
the interceptions’ case file to the Supreme Court and b. the conduct of the
investigation by a deputy prosecutor of the Supreme Court, since a preliminary
examination by the Athens Prosecutor's Office, which had not yet been
completed, was still in progress since April 2022. The following reasons were
identified as the reasons for this upgrade: a) the case was of an exceptional
nature and of major importance and required the upgrade of the relevant
tnvestigation and b) the delay in its completion risked the expiry of the limitation
period for the crimes under investigation. In addition, the Prosecutor's Office of
the Supreme Court requested the Athens Prosecutor's Office of the First tnstance
and the Prosecutor's Office of the Court of Appeal to forward all the relevant
files.

The Prosecutor of the Supreme Court, due to the case's importance, upgraded
the investigation by assigning it to a Deputy Prosecutor of the Supreme Court as
provided by law in Article 32 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, aiming at
consolidating the existing material and speeding up the process.

Mr. Rammos is the current Governor of ADAE and performs his duties fully and
independently, as indicated by his participation in the European Parliament
sessions.

Disciplinary proceedings relating to corruption cases, due to their importance,
follow, by analogy, the principles  applicable to cases of abuse/civilian
mistreatment, while the relevant file is sent to the Independent Authority
"Ombudsman®.

In addition, all Services with responsibilities for the communication management
of security and order issues monitor the news as it is presented on websites,
social media or in the media in general.

3.Media pluralism and media freedom

The improvement in media freedom in Greece is reflected in a relevant World
Bank index* which shows an increase in the country's percentile ranking from
77.2in 2018 to 87 in 2022.

The improvement of the country's ranking in the United Nations Digital
Governance Development Index from 43rd in 2016 to 42nd in 2020 and 33rd in
2022 is also relevant®,

The platform aims to promote transparency, record cases of obstruction and
threats to free journalism, as well as to clarify and prevent them.

The total number of entries on the platform relating to Greece in 2023 was 9 - of
which one was related to the amendment of a criminal law and has already been
closed - while in 2022 it was 17 (annual decrease of 47%). Similarly, the total
number of entries on the platform relating to the 46 member states of the
Council of Europe in 2023 was 285, while in 2022 it was 289 (decrease of 1.5%).
Since the beginning of the platform’s operation® in 2016, 28% of the
registrations in Greece concerned Level 1 infringements (Level 1-serious
infringements), while in the total of 46 Council of Europe member states, the
corresponding percentage was 42%. From 2020 onwards, the percentage of
registrations relating to Greece that are Level 1 has decreased to 24% (4 points
reduction), while the corresponding percentage for all Member States has
decreased to 41% (1 point decrease).

The case does not concern a political figure. Lawsuits were filed after his
resigning from his post.
This is in any case a civil dispute between individuals. The defendants’ claims that
this is a SLAPP case will be decided by the Greek judiciary. The case has been in
the stage of issuing a decision for less than a month, so no one can claim that
there is a delay in the administration of justice. Any intervention by a third party,
whether by statements or otherwise, in favour of the one or the other opposing
party at this stage of the case amounts to an attack on the independence and
impartiality of the national judiciary, and of the rule of law in general.
tn addition, the new EU anti-SLAPP Directive, and in particular Article 11 under
the heading “Rejection at an early stage”, sets out the following: "Member States
shall ensure that courts may, after an appropriate examination, dismiss actions
to discourage public participation as manifestly unfounded at as early a stage as
possible in accordance with national law”.

The IAPR which since 1.1.2017 operates as an Independent Authority
(Independent Public Revenue Authority) is responsible for the tax control of all
businesses operating in the Greek territory.

According to the Commission Staff Working Document (Country Report 2022 -
Greece, published on 24.5.2023)*, AADE continues to develop new digital tools
and services for citizens and businesses while its autonomy is being
strengthened, with the aim of enhancing tax compliance.

Concerning the strengthening of the Authority’s Independence, the
supplementary wage grid, a key element of the overall human resources reform
for the IAPR, came into effect on 1st June 2021 and has been successfully
implemented to all staff of the IAPR on 1st September 2021. The reform is
expected to effectively reverse the trend of the staff reduction in the medium
run by making it easier for the IAPR to attract and retain highly qualified staff. It
is worth noting that the IAPR is the first public entity in Greece to adopt a grading
and remuneration policy based on job descriptions and responsibilities as well as
staff evaluation.

Greece was upgraded from "defective democracy” to "full democracy" in the
Economist Democracy Index for 2023%, moving up five places in the world
rankings to the 20th place. Greece's score improved from 7.97 in 2022 to 8.14 in
2023, thanks to improvements in the field of political participation and civil
liberties.

Greece had been downgraded to the category of "flawed democracy” since 2010,
when the fiscal crisis led to a prolonged political, economic and social crisis.

The election of New Democracy {ND} under Prime Minister Kyriakos Mitsotakis in
2019 led to an economic recovery and a gradual improvement in citizens'
confidence levels in the government. This trend was confirmed with the re-
election of the government in June 2023,

The Greek Government made further efforts to facilitate diaspora voting, with a
change in the legislative framework in 2019 to allow those living abroad to vote
in their place of residence, whereas previously they had to travel to Greece on

According to the Democracy Index, freedom of expression is guaranteed in
Greece, and there are strong independent media representing a variety of
opinions.

The Greek government and state are considered to have a strong commitment to
defend the rights of women, minorities and migrants.

Related to the above is the gradual improvement in the efficiency of the State, as
reflected in a relevant World Bank index* (improvement of the percentile
ranking from 74.8 for 2021 to 76.9 for 20 2022).

The existence of a strong system of checks and balances in Greece is also
reflected in the indicator on constraints on government powers* of World Justice
Project, where Greece is ranked 30" out of 142 countries.

The absence of any rush by the Government to immediately replace the
members of the National Council for Radio and Television (NCRTV) at a time that
coincided with the expiry of the term of office of the previous members, in
conjunction with the selection of the proposed members, individuals with an
undisputed scientific and professional background and standing, on the one
hand, and their appointment in accordance with the procedure laid down by the
Constitution, reinforce the guarantee of the full independence of the NCRTV.

The NCRTV is enshrined as a constitutionally independent authority in Articte 15
par. 2 of the Constitution with increased guarantees concerning its competences
in terms of direct control of the State in the provision of radio and television
services and its operation is governed by Law 2863/2000.

There is a relevant reference in the official response of the country to the Report
on the Rule of Law, where legislative initiatives for the institutional protection of
the Independent Authorities (addition of a new article (2A) in L.3051/2002
(Government Gazette A' 220) and a reference to the planning for the staffing of
NCR with permanent personnel are mentioned.

The Government rejects the wording “National Intelligence Service’s (EYP)
illegitimate wiretapping” as inadmissible and unacceptable as no interceptions of
telephone conversations were ever carried out without the permission of a
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increasing pressure owing to their work concerning

In addition, the procedure for filling the positions of two Consultants
and twenty-two members of the Single Public Procurement Authority is also in
process.

Concerning the selection of Vice President and Deputy Vice President, two full
members and one alternate member of the Hellenic Authority for
Communication Security and Privacy, the selection took place in September 2023
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Is concerned by the attacks against civil society and,
in  particular, smear campaigns and judicial
harassment by Greek authorities targeting human
rights activists; is alarmed by the recent trials against
humanitarian workers and people who provide
humanitarian assistance to migrants and refugees;
calls on the Greek authorities to drop all charges
immediately and ensure that humanitarian workers
and volunteers can provide

assistance safely and freely

by the Conference of Presidents of the Parliament, with the majority of 3/5 of its
members required by the Constitution for terms of office that had already
expired as of March 2022.

There is continuous and systematic communication with Civil Society, in the
framework of a structured dialogue with the Ministry of Immigration and
Asylum. It is noted that members of the migrant and refugee communities
themselves are included in this dialogue framework, in order to ensure more
direct representation of third country nationals. Indicatively, the following
meetings with representatives of civil society have taken place in the last six
months:

- Meeting of the political leadership of the Ministry of Migration and Asylum with
representatives of funded CSOs (December 2023)

- Meeting of the political leadership of the MoMA with representatives of
recognized collective bodies of the (January 2024)

- Meeting of the General Secretariat of Reception with CSOs involved in the
reception (two meetings: October 2023 and February 2024)

It should be noted that during Commissioner Johansson's visit, the Ministry of
Migration and Asylum provided support for her meeting with CSO
representatives invited to the Ministry,

As far as the Ministry of Citizen Protection is concerned, in the context of the
expressed will of the political and physical leadership of the Hellenic Police for
zero tolerance in matters of human rights violations, orders have been issued
and transmitted to all Services involved, reminding their personnel of the main
provisions under which they are obliged to protect life and respect human
dignity, prohibit discrimination, torture and any inhuman or degrading
treatment.

At the same time, in cases where there is any information about a violation of
these principles and values, the hierarchy takes action to investigate this
information by conducting an administrative investigation, as provided by the
current disciplinary faw (pd. 120/2008) and, in appropriate cases, strict
disciplinary sanctions are imposed against those responsible, in order to avoid
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Is concerned about the restrictive regulatory
framework for registering civil society organizations,
in particular as regards organizations active in
migration and social inclusion; urges the government
to immediately lift the restrictions imposed on
nongovernmental  organizations  {NGOs)  and
journalists reporting on migration with immediate
effect and to review the legislative framework as a
matter of priority; calls for it to support and enhance
all initiatives contributing to more transparency in
these matters, such as the Human Rights

Calls on the government to improve the legislative
process by introducing real and meaningful
consultation and to abolish the controversial practice

Interoperability of the registries of Civil Society Organizations (CSOs) (Ministry of
the Interior) and Non-Governmental Organizations (NGOs) (Ministry of Migration
and Asylumy}.

In the official response of the country to the Rule of Law Report, the progress
and pianning for interoperability of the two Registries is recorded, while special
mention is made in the response of the Ministry of Migration and Asylum
regarding the strengthening of cooperation with NGOs, especially in the context
of a structured dialogue between their representatives and the Ministry, which is
ongoing.

By virtue of L.4873/2021, a circular of the Ministry of Interior on the launch of
the Registry was sent to all competent authorities on 16.1.2024,

In the country's response to the Rule of Law Report, it is noted that while during
the 2015-2019 legislative period 5.1 amendments per draft law were recorded,
this number decreased to 1.7 amendments per draft law, on average, in the
2019-2023 legislative period. In the current legislative period, which started in
July 2023, the number of amendments is at a historical low of 0.8 amendments
per draft law on average.

Similarly, the use of the urgent and super urgent procedure has been minimized
despite the COVID-19 pandemic and the global energy crisis, following a steady
trend since 2019. In contrast to the number of 7.11 draft laws per year adopted
by the above-mentioned procedures during the 2015-2019 legislative period,
only 3 draft laws have been adopted by the urgent procedure between August
2018 and the end of 2023 (one in 2021 and none in 2022 and 2023). Similarly,
while 4.22 draft laws were approved annually via the super urgent procedure
between 2015-2019, the total number of super urgent draft laws since July 2019

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is eight (8), including only one draft law in 2021 and none in 2022 (for the first
time since 2009).

In 2023, for the second year in a row, not a single draft law was submitted to
Parliament under the urgent or super urgent procedure.

The above positive image of regulatory practices is confirmed by a relevant
World Bank index® according to which Greece shows an improvement in its
percentile ranking from 53.3 in 2021 to 54.2 in 2022.

Regarding the publicity of government actions, the country's ranking in the open
government index of World Justice Project is similarly improved®” as Greece is
ranked 39+ amongst 142 countries.

There has been no official visit of the European Parliament in Greece in April
2022,

The Greek Government has always expressed readiness for dialogue. Greek
government officials have repeatedly participated in meetings of LIBE-DRFMG,
sent briefing material, received visits of the LIBE Committee and the PEGA
Committee.

Regarding reports that are being reproduced on the internet on the occasion
of a homicide case in Agios Panteleimon referring to misgendering by the
Hellenic Police, ignoring the relevant legislation and lack of information on
the correct terminology regarding LGBTQ+ identities, the following
announcement is communicated by the HQ of the Hellenic Police:
The Hellenic Police, respecting the dignity and rights of all individuals,
including those of the LGBTQ+ community, has undertaken actions and is
conducting programs for the training of its personnel in order to enhance
their awareness on issues related to sexual identity and gender expression.
In this context, particular emphasis is placed on police personnel so that they
respect the self-identification and personal feeiings of individuals and so as
they use correct language, avoiding gender bias or referring to people in the
wrong way.
In this case, the first communication about the incident from the General
Police Directorate of Attica never referred to a "man” as wrongly described
in the publications, but to a "person”. In particular, the communication
issued at 21:52 on Monday, 10 July 2023, was as follows:
"TODAY DURING AFTERNOON HOURS A PERSON WAS FOUND FATALLY
WOUNDED INSIDE A RESIDENCE IN THE AREA OF AGHIOS PANTELEIMON.,
PRELIMINARY INVESTIGATION BY D.A.A."
It goes without saying that individual cases of violation of the correct
language or identification of persons by the Greek Police are treated with
due seriousness.

In any case, the Hellenic Police continues to work towards improving and
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upgrading its procedures in order to ensure that all citizens are treated with
respect, fairness and dignity.

Greece is implementing a National Strategy for LGBTQI+ people. Main pillars are:

v Inclusive education

v' Equality at work

Coordinated efforts led to the improvement of the country's ranking in the
European Index on the Rights of LGBTQI+ People {Annual Review of the Human
Rights Situation of Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Trans and Intersex People 2023) from
19th place in 2019 (49%) to 13th place in 2023 (57%). The National Centre of
Public Administration played a significant role in enhancing the public servants’
training.
By virtue of 1.5089/2024 on "Equality in civil marriage, amendment of the Civil
Code and other provisions" which was recently endorsed, the Greek government
proceeded with the recognition of the right to marriage for same-sex couples
and the recognition of marriages already performed abroad.
The child protection framework is strengthened by the recognition of parental
relationships established abroad.
In addition, the requirement that the person making a legal gender recognition
must be unmarried is abolished.
Enforcing the law, a Decision has already been issued® of the Minister of the
Interior concerning the adaptation of the recording of the details of parents and
spouses on birth and marriage certificates.
A relevant circular was sent already on 30.3.2022% by the Secretary Generai of
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs regarding servicing LGBTI people in Embassies and
Consular Services,
A Ministerial Decision was issued®' regarding the content of the blood donation
form, in which a previous reference to homosexual intercourse as a restriction on
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Whereas in the European Institute for Gender
Equality’s 2023 gender equality index, Greece scored
58 points out of 100 and ranked only 24th in the EU;
whereas according to the 2023 evaluation by the
Group of Experts on Action against Violence against
Women and Domestic Violence monitoring the
implementation of the Istanbul Convention, Greece
does not currently have any rape crisis centers and/or
sexual violence referral centers

voluntary blood donation has been removed.

During 2023 Greece moved above the EU average score by scoring 58.0 out of
100, indicating that significant steps towards convergence have already been
achieved compared to 2013, with a tendency to rapidly close the remaining gap.
't is worth noting, in this regard, that, in 2023, Greece recorded a rise of 4.6
points in the Gender Equality Indexs? compared to the previous year, moving up 3
places in the overall ranking of states. It is - together with Portugal - the country
with the highest annual increase in the Equality Index score.

Regarding support centers for women victims of rape and violence, the
Resolution states that Greece has no rape treatment centers and/or reporting
centers for sexual violence. According to Article 25 of the Istanbul Convention,
these centers will provide victims of sexual violence with immediate medical
treatment, trauma support, forensic examinations and psychological assistance.
In Greece there are local centers for victims of sexual violence; simultaneously,
all the services mentioned in the Istanbul Convention are provided to victims of
rape by hospital centers and forensic services.

Greece is one of the first countries to activate the SOS hotline with the European
number 15900 and the email address sos15900@isotita.gr providing medical and
psychological support to victims of violence. In Greece, sexual intercourse
without the consent of the victim has been criminalized as rape (regardless of
gender) since 2015. Greece has ratified and incorporated the Istanbul
Convention into domestic law, has established a separate offence for female
genital mutilation.

Greece has already endorsed a special provision for the prosecution of so-called
revenge pornography (i.e. the unlawful communication to third parties of images
with erotic content) since 2022. Already since 2014, Greece punishes by L.
4285/2014 anyone who intentionally, publicly, orally or through the press, via
the internet or by any other means or manner incites, provokes, stimulates or

Women victims of all forms of gender violence (including sexual violence) are
supported by the integrated network of structures that operates throughout the
country and includes 44 Counselling Centers, 20 Shelters and the 24-hour
telephone support line 15500.

With regard to regulating femicide as a separate crime, although the use of the
term in public discourse has expanded, it is considered unnecessary to provide
for a separate crime as the offence is considered to be adequately treated as
homicide under article 299 of the Penal Code, and is punishable by life
imprisonment as a particularly serious offence (felony).
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
